I. Call to order

III. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting
The minutes of the July 16, 2010 teleconference were approved.
IV.  Corporate Operating Items

Kem Krueger presented the Treasurer's Report.  The report was approved.  
V.  Business Items

a) Nomination of Dr. Edward Fenstermacher to the Board of Directors

The Board reviewed Dr. Fenstermacher's background and qualifications.  Following discussion, Lee Clabots moved, and Kem Krueger seconded his acceptance as a Board member.  The motion was approved unanimously.  

b) Telehealth Activities

Larry Biggio indicated the FCC has approved the Sustainability Plan for the Rural Health Care Pilot program, and the University of Wyoming and Qwest can proceed with installation of equipment and telecommunications lines to participating hospitals and mental health centers.  Completion of installation is expected by the end of 2010.  .  

The initial telehealth network support contract with the Department of Health has been extended for an additional two years. Larry reviewed the major tasks under that contract extension

The status of outstanding grant applications was reviewed.  Additionally, the WyHIO, in conjunction with Cheyenne Regional Medical Center and the Memorial Hospital of Carbon County will apply for a HRSA Network Planning grant for teleemergency services in Carbon County.  

Larry Biggio and Jerry Calkins briefed the Board on a proposal to establish the WyHIO Business Coalition for Telehealth.  Following the briefing, the Board held a lengthy discussion, covering topics such as 
· How the WyHIO Coalition would relate to the Wyoming Business Coalition for Health

· The teleemergency services program operated by the University of Mississippi

· The RUPRI recommendations regarding emergency medical services in Carbon County

· Use of the University of Wyoming, College of Engineering Sciences to develop a telehealth network design

· Potential financial support from various organizations

· Governance of coalition activities

· Public-private partnerships and options for future organizational structure of the WyHIO and the Coalition.  
Jerry Calkins requested the Board's approval to continue with efforts to develop the Coalition.  Lee Clabots moved and Fran Cadez seconded a motion to continue Coalition development, with an update and review of related activities at the next Board meeting.   The motion passed unanimously.
c) WYHIT Program Update
Larry Biggio briefed the Board on recent and upcoming WYHIT activities, as well as the impact of the federal Meaningful Use criteria and the entrance of the Regional Extension Center into the Wyoming market.  Istonish and the WyHIO are revising program marketing strategy, and will be attending the upcoming Wyoming Hospital Association meeting as vendors. 

e) Expiring Board Member and Officer Terms 
Larry Biggio reviewed the current Board vacancies, and indicated discussions are being held with another potential nominee.  Jerry Calkins thanked Pat Monahan for his continuation as a Board member, and asked members for any additional nominees.  The Board discussed options to fill existing vacancies.
